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The Wrong is the largest and most comprehensive 
digital art biennale today. 

The Wrong happens online but also offline. 
Divided into online pavilions, virtual spaces 
in which selected works are exhibited, including 
several ongoing pavilions open to public 
participation, and a network of more than 
50 physical embassies around the world. 

A team of +120 curators have worked in the two editions 
celebrated, some of them for more than 12 months to 
research, select and feature what they believe is best 
of the best in the new digital art scene today. More 
than 1600 artists have officially participated either in 
the online pavilions, or the IRL embassies, or both.

The Wrong is the only free biennial event that 
is fully accessible both to participate and to 
attend, and mostly everything is just 
one click away.
